SITE VISIT TO THE NEW REGIONAL WELLINGTON HOSPITAL
SATURDAY 19 JULY 2008 @ 10.30 AM SHARP.
 
The New Wellington Regional Hospital is currently the largest building construction taking place in Wellington for many years. Due to the size of the site, and it being currently under construction, numbers attending have to be limited, you MUST reserve your place for the site visit, first in, first served.

The visit is scheduled for Saturday 19 July 10.30am, meet at the security gate located by the main entrance to the Main Hospital Car park, Riddiford St, Newtown.

The visit will take about 1.5 hours and will involve a reasonable amount of walking including up and down stairs.  All visitors need to be accompanied on site, and once the site visit has started, we will need to stay together as a group. If you are late, you will not be admitted to site, so allow time for finding car parking in the adjacent streets to the Wellington Hospital site.

This is a construction site, with the minimum age of 16, protective gear including safety footwear, hard hat and Hi Visibility jacket will need to be worn. A limited number of hard hats and high visibility jackets are available to visitors on site, if you have your own, please bring them. You will need to wear stout footwear, preferably safety boots or shoes.
