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LAST MONTHS ACTIVITY
Report by Starr Moffatt
About 13 people attended our July 2007 meeting which was held in room C201 at the Christchurch Polytechnic Institute of Technology.

Les Goslin welcomed everyone and then the group was asked who would be interested the proposed trip during February 2008. There was a good show of hands for this and the group also indicated that they were very happy to see people from other branches etc join in. Looks as if it will be a “goer” (
Les then introduced our guest speaker Neil Mosley who is the New Zealand Managing Director of DEVI Heating Systems Ltd. 
Neil began the talk with a video which gave a tour of DEVI’s factory in Vejle, Denmark.

DEVI manufactures under floor and ceiling heating systems. In 2005 it produced 40.6 million metres of under floor heating wire which is 46% of the under floor heating market world wide.

In Europe under floor cable must be of the twin wire type, that is the phase and neutral are connected to each  resistive conductor at one end and these conductors are connected together and sealed at the other end of the cable. In New Zealand only one resistive conductor is used and the phase is connected onto one end and the neutral being connected to the other. The New Zealand system is cheaper, however the European method produces only 1% of the EMF radiation that occurs with the single wire method. The resistive conductor has fibreglass support and it will not stretch. Silicon which can withstand 200 deg C is used for the insulation and a 1mm copper screen weave is also part of the cable.

To prevent heat loss occurring below the concrete slab, 40mm of polystyrene insulation is used.

Under floor heating  not only can be used domestically it can also be used for other applications including chicken farms etc. In fact serious consideration was given to heat the Otira viaduct to prevent icing, however the cost of reticulating the power to the site made it too expensive. 

Neil mentioned that DEVI produce under tile heating systems, which uses a thinner wire, and very popular in New Zealand. This is surprising as it is about 3 to 4 times more expensive than the under floor type and was not designed to be used in large areas in new homes. 

Neil then showed us a video that demonstrated the laying of the under tile cable system.

DEVI also produce radiant ceiling heating systems. An example of this is at the Christchurch Cathedral where the radiant heaters are 8.5 metres above the floor.
Les thanked Neil at the conclusion of the talk which was carried by acclamation.
